The station must be able to demonstrate that this program plans to be on air within the funding period (July 2026 – June 2027).  

A station may apply for a maximum of 3 Programs in Development per year.

Made Up Radio Station meets with our program producers and broadcasters once a month.
To prepare this grant application, the process began a couple of months in advance and information regarding these grants was given to all language group producers and broadcasters of Made Up Radio Station. We then had multiple meetings and phone calls with the representatives from these groups to determine their needs for the coming year. After consulting, we compiled the list of requests using the CBF's funding guide as a reference and ensuring a balance between everyone getting what they needed and not doubling up on requests. Follow up one-on-one meetings with each group occurred to inform them of what was being applied for and to provide information about what they could expect and what their responsibilities were if we were successful in receiving funding.
